Third grade and above should 
aim to memorize all five verses each month. Grades One and Two should aim to memorize three of the 
verses each month. Each child will recite his or her verses for an assigned adult. The adult will award prizes 
if the child has memorized the verses. Children should also be encouraged to find these verses in their own 
Bibles.
